NEW ADDITIONS

This quarter we had some changes in our Children’s home. Sophia and Rejia left us since they wanted to go back to be with their Father who is old. Shobha also left us since she successfully completed her tenth standard and wanted to go to another Institution outside Goa for her future studies with the help of her School Principal.
In place of them we have taken the following three children 

1. Miss. Suwarna Gunnam, 13 Years old

2. Master. Avinash Harijan, 10 Years old

3. Master. Sunil Sarkar, 9 years old

Towards the end of the holidays we had a special case that we had to consider and take into our home. Three children who did not have their Father and the Mother was killed in May 2009 and so we had to immediately do something for them since they were very small and on the street without any help. They are as follows.
1. Miss. Priynaka Jr Srivastav, 10 Years old

2. Miss. Chanchal Srivastav,  5 Years old

3. Master. Sonu Srivastav, 7 Years old

We had to take them into our home and give them the basic training by teaching them, helping them cope up with the loss of their Mother which is very recent for them and teach them to read and write and prepare them for School. Please pray for these 6 new Children that have been added to our family in Care and Compassion. So in all we have a total of 22 Children (12 are Boys and 10 are Girls). They are all very happy. 6 Boys live in the Boys home separately and the remaining 6 Boys along with the 10 Girls live in Altinho Girls home.
RESULTS

· Priyanka was not successful in her tenth standard board examinations, so she has to re appear for her exams in 3 subjects in the month of October this year. In the mean time the Director helped her to get admission in one of the recognized computer institute here in Panaji to do her two months basic computer course after her re exams in October.  Director also arranged a music teacher for her to come home and teach her the Keyboard once a week. 
· Soniya also has a music teacher to help her with the Guitar since she has an interest in learning to play the Guitar. 

· Shanu also was not successful in his exams, he has to repeat his fifth standard again this year. The other Children have all passed by getting good grades in their respective classes. We are sure they will do well this coming academic year also.
· Sudhir failed in his Eighth standard once again this year and so he cannot and does not want to continue his School, so we have discontinued his Schooling. We are planning to send him for driving classes for which he needs some documents to be given to the Transport Department of Goa, since he does not have any the Director is trying in some way to make documents and put him to driving School so that he can learn four wheeler driving. His classes will be for one month. 
STAFF

· Srikanta, and Assis left us during this quarter for their native place. Srikanta also took his two sister’s back with him when he left us. 

· We now have new Staff who joined us by the first of June to take care of the Boys, his name is Suraj and he lives with the Boys in their home.

· Then we have Miss. Mary and Miss. Chanda who are taking care of the Girls in their home. 

· We have a new driver who joined us during the last quarter and he is a great help to us. His name is Mr. Henry.

· The two cooks still continue with us they are Mrs. Puspha and Mrs. Aquilla. 
PROJECTS

One of our Desire to help Widows and Needy Women came to fulfillment on the 2nd of June when we were able to start a Tailoring Class for these Women in the city of Vasco – da- Gama.  There are about 12 ladies who have registered themselves to learn Tailoring. They have classes for two hours everyday in the evening. There are all together 4 sewing machines.


Our other Project is to help the HIV Positive people in different parts of Goa with some newspapers and they would make paper bags and sell in shops and earn their living. 
 We are also planning to teach them Tailoring. 
URGENT NEEDS:
1. The Girls home needs 
a. urgent repairs of the tiles, since many are broken and needs replacement or else the rain water can enter the home.

b. nets to be put at windows and doors since there are lots of insects coming in the house. During the last quarter we had three snakes come into the house as well as rats, scorpions etc coming inside the house.

c. The Bathroom ceiling also is broken and needs to get some immediate repair.

PRAY FOR:
1. The House and Land we are to receive as a free gift from our friends here in Goa, where we will be shifting once the work is completed for the Children to stay in. We will have to build a Boys home and Girls home separately there and also have Staff quarters. 
2. We need a Computer for the Children’s home for them to learn, specially for Priyanka since she is going for her computer classes. A new Computer will cost about Rs.36,000/= Our Director’s computer also is giving a lot of problem and had to be repaired on several occasions. It is about 5 to 6 years old now.
3. New Trustee to be appointed in place of the old Trustee as she left because of her Job. 

4. Good health for all the Children during this coming quarter since the rainy season has started in Goa.  The Regular Medical Check that will be done for the Children this coming quarter by a Doctor may be at home or at the Goa Medical College Hospital.

5. The present house owners as they have agreed to extend the agreement for another year. They have increased the house rent little more this year again.
